Per Arizona Admin Code R7-2-1005, any change order or contract modification that
exceeds $100,000 or five percent, whichever is greater, may be executed only if the
Governing Board determines in writing that the change order or contract modification is
advantageous to the school district and the price is determined to be fair and reasonable.
Prescott High School's new bleachers are motorized, but the current electrical panel is not
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sufficient to operate the new bleachers. After an assessment by Optimized LED, it was
deemed the current electrical panel will not operate the bleachers. The old bleachers were
fed with 30A, 208V, 1PH circuits, but the new bleachers require 10A at 208V, 3PH. To
remedy this situation, the School Facility Oversight Board district liaison and district
personnel propose to increase the current bleacher IFB (Invitation to Bid) so LOR
Construction can subcontract the work to replace the electrical panel.
